Policy Statement on the Curriculum

Rationale

The curriculum is the interaction between the teacher and the learner and, as such, transmits attitudes and values, in addition to knowledge, skills and understanding. High standards are created through high expectations, which are at the core of the attitudes and values we transmit through our curriculum delivery.

Our curriculum is based on  4 Key Purposes (Donaldson) to develop children and young people as:

ambitious, capable learners, ready to learn throughout their lives 
• 
enterprising, creative contributors, ready to play a full part in life and work 
• 
ethical, informed citizens of Wales and the world 
• 
healthy, confident individuals, ready to lead fulfilling lives as valued members of society. 
Purposes;
· to ensure pupils access their statutory entitlement to the curriculum

· to provide a basic curriculum which includes Religious Education, Foundation Phase Framework and the National Curriculum for pupils in KS2
· to provide the Foundation Phase Curriculum for pupils in the Foundation Phase
· to provide a daily act of collective worship (which is broadly Christian in nature)

· to promote partnership between the child, the parent, the teacher and the community

Broad Guidelines

The curriculum at Penyrheol Primary School:

· is based on the vision, aims, mission and ethos of the school ‘Putting Children First’
· is broad and balanced and is careful to ensure sufficient depth of study

· introduces pupils to a wide range of experiences, knowledge skills and

understanding

· promotes pupils’ spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development prepares pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences for adult life

· is planned, taking into consideration - long, medium and short term goals which are based on:

- the Statutory Framework for R.E. in schools

-Schemes of Work for all Foundation Phase and National Curriculum subjects

The LNF at Penyrheol Primary School

The LNF is first and foremost a curriculum planning tool that supports all teachers to embed numeracy and literacy in their teaching of the curriculum.

Current curriculum planning has been adapted to support cross curricular planning using the LNF and tasks are set that aim to introduce, consolidate, apply and make progress in specific numeracy and literacy skills.

Although the LNF identifies age-appropriate numeracy and literacy skills, planning will need to take into account the different abilities of the pupils.

The development of skills should be progressive with each skill, having been taught in language or mathematics lessons, then practised and consolidated elsewhere as required by the skill itself or the individual child.

Aims of LNF :

· to support teachers of all subjects in identifying and providing opportunities for learners to apply numeracy and literacy across the curriculum in accordance with the requirements of the LNF.

· to determine learner progress in numeracy and literacy and the next steps.

· to ensure effective  cross curriculum planning for skills

· to provide a framework for continued development, clearly setting out annual expected statements in numeracy  and literacy and progression indicators for learners with additional learning needs

Responsibilities of the school Numeracy/Literacy Co-ordinator

· Attend training in order to implement the Literacy and Numeracy Framework (LNF) and keep up to date on any new initiatives

· Ensure implementation of the school policy

· Work with staff to ensure that all teachers are aware of the content of the LNF and the  teaching and learning strategies in numeracy and literacy that are appropriate to the whole curriculum

· Assist classroom teachers in identifying opportunities for the application of numeracy and literacy skills from the LNF, within their schemes of work

· Raise awareness of the resources available to support and challenge pupils of all abilities

· Monitor and evaluate the delivery of the LNF throughout the school

· Highlight the need and arrange for any necessary training

· Develop the use of rich tasks to embed and assess literacy and numeracy skills.

 
Responsibilities of the subject coordinators

· Consider how your subject can contribute towards the LNF

· Ensure that schemes of work include the relevant skills from the LNF

· Ensure that the skills from the LNF are delivered consistently within the subjects of language and mathematics

 
Involving governors

· Governors are made aware of the LNF and of any developments within the school in respect of its implementation

· The school has a named Governor for literacy and numeracy across the curriculum

· Governors are given an opportunities to observe good practice in the delivery of the LNF across the curriculum

The Curriculum;
· provides for the development of ICT skills across the curriculum taking account of the Digital Competence Framework which is fully implemented across all areas of the curriculum since September 2017.  Staff training and the purchase of additional PC’s, Laptops and IPads is identified as a key priority within the SDP 2016/2017 and 2017/2018.
· ensures that the Foundation Phase planning is linked to Areas of Learning
· is differentiated to meet the needs of all pupils including ALN and pupils working above expected level.
· includes opportunities for assessment and builds in continuity and progression in future planning, following evaluations of pupil outcomes

· is assessed through standardised assessments which take place annually from year 2 – 6 and teacher assessments linked to on-going standardization and leveling of pupil work, in addition to non statutory assessments where appropriate

· includes the use of the school environment to develop academic, personal and social skills

· ensures the quality of pupil learning by a tracking process which draws from lesson plans and schemes of work.   A number of electronic systems support effective pupil tracking and planning for raising standards and next steps for learning including INCERTS  Building Blocks and has sufficient resources to enable all pupils to access their legitimate entitlement and also to provide value for money

· reflects equal opportunities and race equality for all pupils

· is evaluated and reviewed by the relevant Subject Coordinator and the Senior Management Team
· is monitored evaluated and reviewed by the Governing Body through regular discussion and reports from the Subject Coordinators and the Headteacher

· is reported to parents through induction events, regular parents evenings, curriculum evenings and the school profile

· is further enhanced by providing opportunities for staff development in teaching skills; curriculum knowledge, skills and understanding; and classroom organisation and practice

· is further enhanced with additional opportunities for the development of art, sports and music with tuition provided by the appointed Modern Foreign Language teachers, sports coaches and specialist music teachers.
