The New Curriculum in Wales will be planned to achieve 4 Broad Purposes:

That children and young people develop as:

· Ambitious capable learners

· Enterprising creative contributors

· Ethical informed citizens

· Healthy confident individuals

The Curriculum will be organized into 6 areas of learning and experience:

· Expressive Arts

· Health and well-being

· Humanities

· Languages

· Literacy and communication

· Mathematics and numeracy

· Science and technology

There will be 3 cross curriculum responsibilities:

· Literacy

· Numeracy

· Digital Competence

Full implementation of the New Curriculum in Wales is planned for September 2022.  Curriculum planning documents indicate our preparation for the new curriculum as outlined above but remain organized under existing statutory National Curriculum Requirements for Wales (September 2014).
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PLAYTIME POLICY
Our Playtime Policy has been developed by all staff, teaching and associate, governors, parents and of course our children.  Our aim is to secure a pro-actively supportive and caring ethos in the playground that is in line with our Rights and Responsibilities Policy and Anti Bullying Policy
Our Playtime Policy, Our Aims

Our aims are to:

· Ensure that all children feel happy and well-liked in our school, safe and secure

· Give pupils opportunities to develop co-operative play and social skills through experience of a range of stimulating and fun activities within a caring environment.

· Consistently and effectively implement the Rewards & Sanctions systems.

· Support and encourage all pupils to take a pro-active approach in supporting one another

· Encourage and support the work of our Playground Buddies, Sports Ambassadors, Fair Play for Football Referees as well as Criw Cymraeg on the yard and around the school.

Rights and Responsibilities Class Charters
These are reviewed annually at the beginning of the new academic year and displayed in individual classrooms. 

Daily Playground Activities

· We have a wide selection of daily activities and resources to help pupils enjoy play and develop specific skills of co-operation and turn taking.
· Many children find the less-structured times of playtime and lunchtime particularly challenging and need the active support and intervention of staff and other pupils.
Playground Buddies – Peer Support & Mediation
· Playground Buddies applied for their positions by submitting a letter of application and attending an interview with the Headteacher and previously trained and experienced Peer Supporters.

· Each Playground Buddy has attended training with the SENCO, members of the LEA & NSPCC and staff.
· A rota of duties is available for both the Foundation Phase and the KS2 yard.

· Playground Buddies meet regularly with the SENCO to discuss priorities for development and any concerns.

· Equipment is to be issued from the learning lounge by no more than 2 Playground Buddies.  A list is to be kept of issue to ensure return of equipment.  Additional Playground Buddies should be on duty actually on the yard helping children to play with the equipment issued.
Healthy Tuck Shop
· School Council members staff a trolley on the Infant and Junior Year (supported by class teachers on duty).

· Each item costs 25p.  25p tokens can be purchased for use on subsequent days to minimise the need for money to be kept in class.

· School Council or other nominated pupils will be on duty daily with Litter Pickers.  Full bins are to be reported in the Caretaker’s Work Log.  Fruit peelings and apple cores will be recycled in the LA food compost bin located in the bin compound.

Fairplay for Football
· Nominated children have been trained by Sports Council for Wales and LA staff.

· Each referee is issued with a fleece, shower-proof jacket, red baseball caps, whistles and a set of red and yellow cards.
· Any appeals, challenges to the referees decisions or disagreements should be referred to senior staff.

· Fairplay for Football certificates are presented in each Friday Achievement Assembly.

· A red card initiates a week’s ban
Dance Club
· Foundation Phase and KS2 Clubs have been issued with a CD player and extension lead.

· School CDs are available and children may use their own (at their own risk).

· No more than 2 people are to be inside the building operating the equipment – other Dance Club co-ordinators are to work on the yard with the children.

· A Foundation Phase and KS2 Certificate is presented in each Achievement Assembly.

Individual “Buddy Bench” Activities
· Any children can set up a club or activity for others to join at the buddy benches.

· They need to discuss their ideas with a member of staff, produce a list of resources needed and away to go!

Dinner Monitors

We have a number of children who fulfill this most valuable role.  Many children find the less structured times of day quite a challenge and this is a job that a number of children have thoroughly enjoyed accessing on a regular basis.  They help to supervise the dinner hall and ensure that everyone is happy and has what they need.  They have their own stickers to present to well behaved and polite diners and they present an achievement award in our Friday Achievement Assemblies.  They have their own Notice Board with reminders and rotas they have prepared themselves and very smart distinctive baseball caps and aprons.

Sanctions, Merits & Rewards
Both teachers and pupils need clear rules, thus pupils know where they stand in regard to the limits of acceptable behaviour. A system of rules and sanctions provides a framework. It allows teachers to become proactive when planning for discipline just as they would when planning the curriculum. 

As a result we have established whole school rules. These are few in number, positively phrased, practical and observable, frequently referred to and consistently applied. 

· All lunchtime staff including 1 to 1 LSAs, catering staff and lunchtime supervisors are actively encouraged to reward positive behaviour with staff award stickers and merits.  A vital daily role relates to individual monitoring.
· “I Can Do It/My Smiley Faces” children can be rewarded on an individual basis each day by staff initialling the playtime or lunchtime session.

· Any inappropriate behaviour or issues needs to be recorded in the Foundation Phase or KS2 Yard Behaviour Diary.  This will be monitored and followed up on a daily basis by senior management staff to ensure consistency and continuity.
· Recurring problems will be discussed with parents.
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All schools will have access to the final curriculum from 2020 to allow them to move towards full rollout in 2022
