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The new National Curriculum in Wales will have 4 Broad Purposes, 6 Areas of Learning and Experience and 3 Cross Curriculum Responsibilities.  This Policy indicates how the school is preparing for the new curriculum under the existing statutory National Curriculum Requirements for Wales (September 2014).

The United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC) is at the heart of our school’s planning, policies, practice and ethos. As a rights-respecting school we not only teach about children’s rights but also model rights and respect in all relationships – Linked to Articles 3, 7, 16 (CRC)

Independent Review of Curriculum and Assessment Arrangements in Wales

The New Curriculum in Wales will be planned to achieve 4 Broad Purposes:

That children and young people develop as:

· Ambitious capable learners

· Enterprising creative contributors

· Ethical informed citizens

· Healthy confident individuals

The Curriculum will be organized into 6 areas of learning and experience:

· Expressive Arts

· Health and well-being

· Humanities

· Languages

· Literacy and communication

· Mathematics and numeracy

· Science and technology

There will be 3 cross curriculum responsibilities:

· Literacy

· Numeracy

· Digital Competence

Full implementation of the New Curriculum in Wales is planned for September 2022.  Curriculum planning documents indicate our preparation for the new curriculum as outlined above but remain organized under existing statutory National Curriculum Requirements for Wales (September 2014).
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Planning, Preparation and Assessment (PPA) Time

Guidance

Context
The National Agreement introduces guaranteed professional time for planning, preparation and assessment within timetabled teaching time for all teachers.   Each teacher has an entitlement of 10% of their actual timetabled teaching time for planning, preparation and assessment (PPA) within the 1265 contracted hours.
PPA time is set within the context of the School Teachers Pay &Conditions document 2004 which requires a teacher to

‘ be available to perform such duties at such times and such places as may be specified by the headteacher for 1265 hours in any school year, those hours to be allocated reasonably throughout those days in the school year on which he is required to be available to work.’ 
(Appendix 1, paragraph 67.3)

We recognise that teachers will continue to do planning preparation and assessment during their directed time of 1265 hours outside of their allocated PPA time, however the provision of some guaranteed PPA during the timetabled school day will contribute to improving the workload of teachers.  
Organisation

In order to meet the spirit of the agreement as well as comply with the statutory obligations PPA time in our school will be organised as follows  

· Our timetabled teaching time is from 8.50am. to 3.10pm and each teacher’s PPA time will be allocated within these times
· PPA time will be allocated in useful slots of time, a minimum block of thirty minutes and will usually be of  2hrs 20 minutes duration

· PPA time will be allocated on a weekly/fortnightly basis

· Teachers will have a clear expectation of when they will receive their PPA time, they will be informed in advance on a termly/annual basis
· PPA sessions will normally be undertaken at location agreed with the Headteacher.  Class teachers are required to remain on site during PPA.
· In the event of PPA time being missed due to a planned activity, such as a residential visit PPA time will be rescheduled wherever possible.
· Teachers on PPA time will not be encroached upon, teachers will not be called upon to leave what they are doing except in the event of an emergency situation.
Activities

The focus of the PPA time is the teaching and learning of the pupils taught by each teacher, its purpose is to enable teachers to raise standards through a combination of individual and collaborative professional activity.  Although PPA time falls within the 1265 hours directed time for the 10% PPA time it is for teachers to determine the particular PPA priority for each block of time within the parameters of planning, preparation and assessment.  Teachers may choose to use some of the time to support collaborative planning, preparation and assessment activities. Such collaborative activities will include working with other members of staff as well as other professionals such as educational psychologists.
The activities that come within the remit of PPA include the following:-
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All schools will have access to the final curriculum from 2020 to allow them to move towards full rollout in 2022
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
