 Solar-powered hospital

MORRISTON Hospital will soon be getting a 
quarter of its power from a nearby solar farm. 

The hospital spends almost £7 million a year on 
electricity, gas and water. The solar farm will cost 
more than £5 million, but will save the hospital 
£1.5 million a year.

It will also help to save the planet by making a 
lot less carbon dioxide than electricity made by 
burning fossil fuels. Carbon dioxide is the main 
gas causing global warming.
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
