War and two World Wars. It remained open even as
the Luftwaffe (German air force) flew overhead.

It was home to one of the first hall of mirrors in
1933 and welcomed Dinosaur Land in 1972. The
arrival of the life-size dinosaurs was televised on Blue
Peter.

Royalty and celebrities have visited. Shortly after it
opened, Queen Victoria made a tip there. There are
