WHAT IS A METAPHOR? 

A metaphor is a word or a phrase used to describe something as if it were something else:

Here are examples of star metaphors. 

· The stars were  fairy lights

(The stars aren’t actually fairy lights, but it is a good way of describing them)

· The stars were rare pearl earrings

(The stars aren’t actually pearl earrings, but it is a good way of describing them)
· The stars were  fireflies 
· The stars were granules of sugar 
· The stars were glitter 
You will notice that each metaphor says ‘The stars were’……
It doesn’t say the stars were like (be careful this is a simile NOT a metaphor)

Now I am going to extend my ideas to make it more exciting for the reader .
· The stars were fairy lights twinkling around my bedroom ceiling.
· The stars were rare pearl earrings shining on the most beautiful mermaid 
· The stars were fireflies glowing in the darkest forests. 
· The stars were granules of sugar dusted over a shortbread biscuit
· The stars were glitter dripping off the Christmas fairy’s wings.
